In the event of school cancelation (snow day), the application package would be due by NOON of the next regular school day. There are no exceptions to these dates. If absent, it is your responsibility to get application in on time. 
· Students are to submit a hard copy of their application with required essays, attachments, and letters of recommendation in a large, sealed envelope with their name on it.  
· All letters of recommendation must use the attached form (page 5) and come from their author in a sealed envelope. Additional letters may be included. 
· Sending of the application to the counseling office via electronic transmission (EMAIL Mrs. Pleshek) should be verified to make sure that components have been received. 
· Students must keep a copy of their application in the event of transmission failure. There are no extensions due to transmission failure. 
· Students must use the application for the current year. The most current application can be found on the BHS website under Scholarships. Old applications will not be accepted.

An original copy of your transcript is required with this application.  Please email Mrs. Reindl to request a copy of your transcript—which should include your first semester senior year (available after Jan. 16th).  You MUST submit your request via email any time prior to the second Friday in February (February 6, 2026). Late requests will not be honored.

TWO letters of recommendation are required with this application. Please use the recommendation form attached. The form may be duplicated, as necessary.

You must be accepted to an accredited school to have your application reviewed. Applications that do not meet the requirements or are missing components, will not be considered. Please review your application package prior to submitting to make sure that it is complete and that you have followed all directions. Your signature AND a parent signature are required on application.

1. Bonduel Development Fund Scholarship 
The Bonduel Scholarship Development Fund Committee will award scholarships to members of the graduating class. 5. Wilmer A Pautz Academic Scholarship
Wilmer was a 1945 graduate of BHS and the class salutatorian.  Wilmer majored in math and physics and the early years of his career was spent teaching in a high school. He moved on to teach Northern Illinois University, then the US Army’s American Jr. High in Frankfurt, Germany, then finished his career at UW Eau Claire where he retired.  Wilmer’s students praised him with, “he taught us to think.”

6. Connie Rutledge Legacy Scholarship
Connie’s true legacy was her unfaltering dedication to her players.  As a coach she instilled confidence, integrity, determination, sportsmanship and leadership, while instilling a sense of camaraderie which fostered friendships that have withstood the test of time.  Former players of Coach Rutledge have gone on to create their own legacies as coaches, teachers, administrators and leadership in all fields.  She inspired, and was inspired by, those young female athletes who were hungry for the confidence that came with competition and the substance that comes with lifelong friendships.  “Never Never Give Up” was a mantra Connie taught and the philosophy by which she lived her life. 

7. Susan Boerst Memorial Education Scholarship
Susan A. Boerst passed away in July of 2025. She and her husband Gary were married for 49 years and resided in the Bonduel area. Sue spent her childhood years on a farm near Sherwood and attended high school at Holy Family Convent in Manitowoc followed by earning her teaching degree at Holy Family College of Manitowoc. Thus began her teaching career, a profession she truly loved. Because she taught in various schools with various requirements, she was able to teach her students with innovative methods. Following her retirement from teaching in 1997, Sue served as the treasurer for the Town of Lessor. She spent countless hours volunteering at the Bonduel Community Archives, she was a historian for her church, cemetery and town park. Sue was a thoughtful, caring and compassionate person who loved the outdoors, gardening, landscaping, animals, sewing, folk fests, traveling and sharing time with family and friends. This $500 scholarship was developed to assist a student going into the education field.
